“Hopper Houses”

 Poetry Reading by Joseph Stanton,

(Author of Imaginary Museum: Poems on Art)


Joseph Stanton is an art historian, American studies scholar, poet, and a professor at the University of Hawaii at Mānoa.  His 1999 book, Imaginary Museum: Poems on Art, has as one of its chapters an 18-poem sequence of poems inspired by the paintings of Edward Hopper.  His presentation will be a reading of poems from that sequence in addition to some other Hopper poems of his that have been composed more recently.
As an art historian he has published studies on Edward Hopper, Winslow Homer, Maurice Sendak, Chris Van Allsburg, and many other artists.  His works in progress include a monograph on Winslow Homer and a catalog for an upcoming exhibition of the works of Edward Gorey.  His other recent books include A Hawaii Anthology and Stan Musial: A Biography.
