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Most experts expect the current swine H1N1 flu virus to die out over the summer but to come back in the fall, perhaps in a more deadly form.  In addition to providing flu shots for adults, there is a growing awareness that immunizing children in school, with the nasal spray vaccine, can provide much additional protection to the entire community.  Computer modeling studies suggest that immunizing 70% of the children can protect the entire community.

To alert the community about such programs, Dr. Small, professor emeritus at the University of Florida College of Medicine, will be making this informative presentation.  He has spent over 40 years researching, speaking, and teaching medical students about influenza.
